Have your home heating systems (including
chimneys and vents) inspected and serviced
annually by a trained service technician.

Never use portable generators inside homes or
garages, even if doors and windows are open.
Use generators outside only, far away from the
home.

Know the symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning: headache,
dizziness, weakness, nausea, vomiting, sleepiness, and confusion.

If you suspect CO poisoning,
Get outside to fresh air immediately, and then call 911.
